Understanding Your Dreamer Scholarship

To help you fully understand our Dreamer scholarship please read over the answers to some of our most frequently asked questions.

Why do you need proof that I completed the FAFSA?

Proof of FAFSA is required because the FAFSA provides grants and loans that can help you pay for school.   All you need to submit is the first page of your Student Aid Report, often referred to as ‘SAR’.  If you are unable to complete the FAFSA please write the reason in the ‘Special Circumstances’ box at the bottom of the scholarship request form.

*Remember, the FAFSA should be completed as close to January 1st as possible every year for the upcoming school year. 

Why do you need a copy of my grades from the last term/semester?

The Dreamer scholarship will only pay for courses which students have completed with a passing grade.  Should you withdraw or fail a course, the following term’s scholarship disbursement will be reduced to make up for the unearned credits.  

Why do you need a copy of my course schedule?

This shows us that you have been accepted and have enrolled.  It also allows us to determine your payment amount based on your enrollment as a full or part-time student.  

How much money do I get each term/semester?

If you are a full-time student at a college that goes by terms, you will typically receive $666 per term for three terms.  (Part-time students at a college that goes by terms will generally receive $55.50 per credit hour.)  If you are a full-time student at a school that goes by semesters, you will typically receive $1000 per semester for two semesters.  (Part-time students at a college that goes by semesters can anticipate receiving $83.30 per credit hour.)
Does it matter if I am a full-time or part-time student?

Dreamers can access the full scholarship amount per term/semester if they are full-time students (12 or more credit hours).  Dreamers can still access their scholarship funds even if they are less than full-time but the scholarship amount will be based on credit hours.

Can my scholarship be put towards summer courses? 

If you would like to take summer courses, you must request your Dreamer scholarship prior to the beginning of summer term. The scholarship can be disbursed evenly through all four terms (or three semesters).  If you do not plan ahead, you will need to find an alternative way to pay for summer courses.

Can I only use my scholarship towards the cost of tuition?

The Dreamer scholarship is intended for tuition but can be used towards other college related expenses (such as books, room and board, ect.) if a request has been made and has been approved by Dreamer staff.  To make a request, include as much information about your special circumstance in the box marked ‘Additional Info’ and contact Dreamer staff directly.
What if I need only a portion or none of my scholarship?

Some students may receive enough grants or scholarships to cover tuition and expenses and may want to save their Dreamer scholarship funds for a different year.  If so, please fill in the second box in ‘special circumstances’ so that we can be aware of why you are not accessing your funds.
How does my scholarship get paid out?

Once receive all of your paperwork we will request that a check be sent to your school/program.  The disbursement of the scholarship is typically paid within the first two weeks of the term.  Payments are made directly to the college/university unless (in the rare case) otherwise approved by our organization. 

Where do I send my paperwork and direct questions?
